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Case Report
GNF, male, 1 year and 5 months old, who has been presenting with recurrent infections since the age of 8 months. He has been hospitalized at least 5 times, because of recurrent pneumonia, celulitis and urinary tract infections. During hospitalizations, wide spectrum antibiotics have always been necessary, as the infections evolve to septicemia frequently. Also calls our attention the ocurrence of severe trombocytopenia, anemia and leucopenia during hospitalizations. Blood cultures have often shown no pathogens, but Klebsiella oxytaca, Staphiloccocus epidermidis and Candida albicans were found  (one time each one). Episodes of otitis and diarrhea are also common.

Family history reveals no consanguinity, but a sister died at 1 year and 9 months of age from osteoarthritis and septicemia. 

Physical examination reveals recurrent hepatoesplenomegaly. 

Lab exams:

Immunoglobulin levels (mg/dL): IgG 1089, IgA 31, IgM 305, IgE<10, IgG1 1070, IgG2 131, IgG3  65.4, IgG4 8.47. A NBT test and serum complement evaluations were normal.  Adequate response to hepatitis vaccination was shown.
